· Only applications from organisations and groups within 7.5km of Hunter’s Hill Wind Farm are eligible for consideration. 

· Proposed projects must demonstrate a clear focus on one or several of the following fund themes: education/skills, health/safety/wellbeing, environment/habitat conservation, energy efficiency/sustainability, culture/heritage and recreation/sport/social inclusion.

· Projects must have a clearly identifiable benefit for their community, and its residents.

· Proposed projects which demonstrate any of the below characteristics are not eligible for consideration.
· Projects operated by individuals/private sector organisations.

· Projects which primarily benefit organisations that apply restrictive ‘members only’ conditions to access.

· Projects where work has commenced prior to application.

· Projects which directly replace statutory activities/funding.

· Projects which provide unnecessary duplicate activities/services/infrastructure within the community.

· Projects which do not directly benefit the local community and are not deemed as ‘not-for-profit.'

· Projects where duplicate funding from other sources exists, however match funding is welcomed.

· Projects which conflict with or adversely affect the aim, objectives, or policy of ESB or any other associated companies.

· Projects which directly promote or advance: any religion or faith, any particular political party and/or any type of hunting or shooting.

· Projects which seek to purchase/cover the cost of the following: salaries of core staff, business plans and feasibility studies, musical instruments, trips or visits outside the project area, funding campaign contributions or costs and/or recoverable VAT costs.

· Only complete applications can be considered for funding, please complete all sections before submitting for review.

· Applications that contain match funding will be welcomed.

· Applications will be assessed by an internal awards committee within Omagh Forum, which will contact you with their final decision as soon as a final decision has been made.

· If considered necessary, Omagh Forum reserves the right to request additional information or plans. This may include requesting the applicant to meet with the committee to answer questions on the application.


· Where a proposed project involves the contracting of work or the purchase of materials, three quotations for each of these should be obtained and submitted, unless exceptional circumstances exist where these cannot be provided. 

· Where an application originates from a club, society, charity or small business; it must be accompanied by copies of the organisation’s most recent independently examined accounts and its constitution. If it is not possible to provide any of these requirements, then a letter explaining why must accompany the application.

· When submitting your completed Application Form by post or by hand, signatures are required from two persons in authority within your organisation including the Chairperson and another office bearer e.g. Secretary or Treasurer. If you are returning the Application Form electronically, then type in the appropriate names below. If your application is successful, appropriate signatures will be collected through the Letter of Offer process.
